Variety Release Procedures — Tri-State originating from Oregon

Breeder submits a release proposal to
his/her Department Head. Together, they
decide if this should be an Oregon release
or a Tri-State release. (Oregon release see

page I)
Tri-State Release

A variety release originating from Oregon
must be processed through the Oregon
VRC before Washington and Idaho are
invited to join. (See page I) Once Oregon
agrees to release the variety, a Tri-State
Release can be initiated. Copies of the
release are not circulated until the release is
finalized.

Oregon VRC
approves

Ag. Exp. Station office prepares Tri-State
Release signature pages (examples
attached) and an invitation memo. The
release document is sent electronically to
WSU, U], and sometimes ARS.

Once all responses are received by the
Oregon Ag. Exp. Station office, copies
are made for the following: States that
joined the release, Department Head, &
Extension and Experiment Station
Communications (for release notice).
Original is returned to the Breeder.
Copy of release is filed in the Ag. Exp.
Station office.
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Each state processes the release
through their VRC. Once a decision is
made, they will print their
corresponding response page from the
release document, sign if they choose
to join the release, and forward to the
Oregon Ag. Exp. Station office via
U.S. Mail.
