VRC Chair prepares committee survey form
and electronically submits release documents
to the committee. Committee reviews release
documents and responds with ‘yes’, ‘no’, or
a ‘more data required’ vote. VRC Chair
prepares a memo on their decision and
electronically submits it to the Assistant
Director. A hard copy with original VRC
Chair signature is sent via campus mail.

Station office sends
transmittal memo and response page
back to the originating institution via
U.S. Mail. The memo requests a fully
signed copy of the release when all
signatures are obtained.
