Important Notes for the College and Major:

e Other similar majors to explore: Natural Resources, Fisheries and Wildlife, Environmental Sciences.

e Sustainability students complete a Practicum which may be fulfilled by an internship, research, study
abroad, or an alternative spring break project.

e Corvallis students in the Sustainability Double Degree Program may join a variety of relevant clubs on
campus, including Waste Watchers, or consider getting involved with the OSU Sustainability Office.

e Courses that count towards a primary major of your choice and some Baccalaureate Core courses are
priority courses to complete before transferring to OSU.

e Students can transfer and begin Sustainability coursework any term, but you should check when is the
best time of year to transfer based on your primary major and its requirements. Talk with an OSU
advisor about your specific timeline. Speak with your Sustainability advisor early on, and often.

Resources and OSU Information:

e Students do not have to complete a transfer degree in order to transfer to OSU.

o If you've completed the Oregon AAOT, all requirements of the Baccalaureate Core are complete
except for Synthesis Courses and Writing Intensive Courses.
