Identification: Eight inch to three-foot warm-season
annual. Tufted stems, usually grows horizontally, forming
mats. Leaf sheaths are flat and loose, smooth with hairy
margins. One- to three-inch long spikes bear clusters of 10-
30 burs with stiff, sharp spines.
